The hegemonising policies of these powers come in different shapes in public or private spheres, therefore the treatment of identity in my thesis takes different categories, and each category is approached with relevant set of theories to cut to the bone of Pinter’s philosophy of the individual as an independent and free human being in this world.

Dissertation Title: The Theatre of the Absurd:  Body Language in Selected Works of Samuel Beckett, Eugene Ionesco and Tom Stoppard (passed with distinction).
My thesis explored the semiotics of the performance in seven selected plays of Beckett, Ionesco, and Stoppard. By closely examining the body language of the characters in the avant garde Theatre of the Absurd, the thesis aimed to conceptualise their identities whilst locked inside their own bodies that are diminishing as the performance progresses. The characters’ diminishing is seen as a statement by the playwrights on the ongoing affairs of Europe after the devastation of the WWI, and how they responded to the conditions of the war survivors in society.

My dissertation project (passed with distinction) dealt with identities of the minor characters in Shakespeare’s Julius Caesar, and their influence on the development of the main characters and eventually the outcome of the play itself. 

Post-Doctoral Positions 
· A Post-Doctoral Grant from CARA (Council for Academics at Risk, 2017-2019), University of Hull, in support my post-doctoral project on the experience of the Arab women with re-settlement and the cultural, linguistic and gender barriers.
This research explored issues and barriers in the National Health Service (NHS) faced by women from Arabic backgrounds living in the north east of the UK. The study revealed multiple intersectional barriers including, gender, culture, and religion faced by the women in the study. These challenges were further exacerbated by lack of English communication skills faced by many Arabic women. Drawing on in-depth interviews of 15 women, the study highlighted five key obstacles to accessing health services: language, gender, engagement, lack of information, and transition. I concluded and recommended that further changes are needed in the health system in the UK to make it an inclusive, multicultural, and competent health care provider.

Part of the position was teaching gender theories to a number of post-graduate students and help supervise their master’s projects. The teaching was divided into two semesters; each semester covered a set of gender theories, the rights of marginalised groups, and women’s representation in the 20th Century literature.
· A Post-Doctoral Grant from CARA (2016-2017), University of Leeds, in support of my post-doctoral project on the process of minority women diaspora integration in the U.K. 
The research tackles the formation of identity by a group of first generation Iraqi women refugees resettled in the northern city of Kingston upon Hull in England, after 2003. It focuses on three identity categories, religion, culture, and language to see how they negotiate the terms of their subject position as newly arrived refugees in the United Kingdom.
